Tankless water 
heaters are compact, energy effi  cient (up to 
98 percent), and deliver endless, on-demand 
hot water. And with a life-cycle as long as 
20 years, they provide tremendous value for 
commercial applications.

Propane cooking equipment delivers 
professional-grade performance while 
decreasing fuel consumption and 
providing convenience and functionality 
in any commercial kitchen. Featuring 
greater temperature control, instant-on 
burners, greater capacity levels, even heat 
distribution, and design fl exibility, it’s easy 
to see why professional chefs and designers 
prefer gas ranges, cooktops, and ovens over 
electric models.
